COMING SOON 

❖ Why Come To Synod/ District Gathering? 

Many of us are asking the same question: how do our churches connect meaningfully with the 
communities around us? At our district gathering on Saturday 18th April, we will be exploring the 
practice of community organising, a way of working that begins not with projects or strategies but 
with listening. Research and experience show that when communities are genuinely listened to, 
relationships grow, trust deepens, and new possibilities for change and hope emerge. 
Together we will explore practical ways churches can listen to their neighbourhoods, notice 
where God is already at work, and respond alongside local people. If you care about the future 
of our churches and our communities, this conversation is for you. I would encourage you not 
only to come yourself, but also to invite others from your churches who care about their 
neighbourhoods and the future of the church’s mission. It will be wonderful to see people coming 
together to learn, reflect, and imagine what this might look like in our own communities.

❖ Arise 2026 

Arise is a citywide prayer-walking initiative where believers across Sheffield come together to 
pray for our city. Christians across Sheffield aim to cover every street in prayer, seeking 
transformation and blessings for the communities. Prayer-walking is simply “prayer on the move”. 
You can start by inviting God to be with you on your walk, and bringing to Him the streets, houses, 
and people you see along your way. If you struggle with the walking aspect of the prayer-walk, 
maybe you could earmark a couple of streets and pray over them from home, using a map. For 
those with smart phones, you can download a new app, where you can upload which streets you 
have prayed over, and watch the streets light up.

❖ Leadership Team & Safeguarding Officer vacancy     

Jo has recently taken the decision to step down from her role on Leadership team and as the 
church Safeguarding officer. We thank Jo for the time she has devoted to these roles. 

Please can you prayerfully consider whether God is asking you to step into either a role on the 
Leadership team or as the church's safeguarding officer (or both!). 

The Leadership team generally meet monthly over Zoom and discusses all areas of church life 
including pastoral matters, worship, community, property, finance, safeguarding etc. The team 
currently consists of Michelle, Matt, Jacque, Louise and Emma, and is a way of influencing the 
future direction of the church. 

Safeguarding is a shared responsibility and everyone associated with the Church who comes 
into contact with children, young people and vulnerable adults has a role to play in this. However, 
Methodist Church Standing Orders require each church to have a named Church Safeguarding 
Officer. That person is responsible for ensuring that safeguarding concerns are reported, 
recorded and acted upon accordingly.  The role is less than would be expected in other churches 
as Matt deals with all the DBS searches and keeps all the records up to date of the safeguarding 
training that volunteers have attended. 

If you wish to put yourself forward to become part of Leadership team or as the church 
safeguarding officer, or maybe wish to nominate someone, then please have a word with 
Michelle. 

❖ Food & Community Trust Donation (to support the S6 Foodbank and CAP Debt Advice) 

A couple of weeks ago we were blessed to learn more about the work of the staff and volunteers 
at the Food & Community trust as well as hear Karen's testimony.

The youth 
worker, Jason, runs the Drop Inn with support from volunteers. To be able to run the Drop Inn 
effectively, a minimum of three people is required for each session. We are now very short of 
volunteers and are looking for new recruits, either from within Wesley Hall or outside. The 
volunteering can be flexible in terms of commitments, for example, once or twice a month rather 
than every Tuesday.
